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BBA Program Admission Requirements 

Admission to the BBA Program is open to all qualified men and women who hold a two-
year diploma from an accredited institution in Saudi Arabia or from a recognized 
academic institution in a foreign country. Admission is based on the following: 

¶ Upper level undergraduate GPA of 3.5 out of 5.0 or higher. 
¶  All applicants must past our English proficiency test. 
¶ Applicants may be requested to submit a resume and a statement describing 

their work-related responsibilities and accomplishments.  
¶ Two recommendation letters are required from current and former supervisors.  
¶ The admission committee carefully considers each completed application, with 

particular attention to work history, undergraduate performance, 
recommendations, and test scores. (Personal characteristics that add to the 
diversity of the class may also be considered.) 

¶ One to two years of relevant post-baccalaureate work experience would be 
preferred. 

¶ ICDL certificate or equivalent must be obtained prior to graduation. 
¶ For non-business students, the committee may require for admission additional
